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= The First Word Processor for Japanese Language, 1971 — 1978
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At this site, between 1971 and 1978, the first Japanese-language word processor was
developed. Researchers headed by Ken-ichi Mori created a wholly new concept of Japanese word
processing. Their first practical system, JW-10, was publicly unveiled on 3 October 1978. The
JW-10, and improved versions, played a major role in advancing the Information Age in Japan
and provided the basis for Japanese-language word-processing software in personal computers.
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
