(B) Presented by him/her at an international conference sponsored, cosponsored, or
cooperated by the |EEE (including the |EEE Fukuoka Section) and also published in the
Proceedings of the conference.

Thereis no restriction on the date of publication of the paper.
If you have received this award last year, please refrain from applying this year.
