[[HIROSHIMA SECTION BYLAWS|

In il instances, the Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers (IEEE) Bylaws, Constituticn,
Policy and Procedurss manual, and the Regional Activities Board (RAB) Bylaws and Operations Man-
ual will prevail when there is a confiict between these documents and Section Bylaws.

ARTICLE 1- Namw and Tersitory
L. This organization shall be known as the Hireshims Section of the IEEE, heremafter called the
IEEE Hiroshima Section.
2, The leeritory of the IEEE Hiroshima Section, as approved by RAB, includes the following pre-
factures in Japan: Totton, Shimane, Okayama, Hiroshima end Yamaguchi, which correspond to
regions represented by the upper three digits 680 1o 73% in possal numbers.

ARTICLE 1 - Officess and Auditor

1. The elected officers of the Section shall be the four {4) Executive officers: Chair, Vice Char,
Secretary and Treasurer, hereinafter called the Section Officecs. The officers of the Secretary and
Treasurer may be combined, If there are chapters in the IEEE Hiroshimna Section, the Chapter
Chairs nee included in the Section Officees. An Auditor shall be appointed by the Past Section
Chuir from the IEEE Hircshima Section membership.

2. The terms of office of the elected officers and the appointed auditor will begin on 1 Janzary and
will be for two (2} years, The period of seevice shall not exceed two {2) years, Meanwhile, the
outgoing officiers ate roquested ta continue until their successors are duly clected and take office.

3. The Annuoal Mecting will be held in January.

4. Aay vacancy occurring during the years shall be filled for the remainder of the term by a majority
vole of the Section Executive Comimuttee.

ARTICLE 11l - Standing Committess

1. The Standing Committees of the Section will be as follows: Fellow Nominations, Membership
Development, Professional Activitien, nad Awards and Recognition.

2. The Chair of the Standing Commitiees will be appointed by the Section Chair with the approval
of the Section Executive Committee, and their terms will expire cn the same day as the dected
Section Officers” end-of-term date,

3. Ench Committee Chur will appoint hisfher committes members, with approval from the Section
Executive Comumilles, and their terms will expire on the same day as the Chairs® end-of-term
date.

ARTICLE 1V - Management

1. The mansgement of the Section shull be conducted by the Section Executive Committee which
shall consist of the Section Officers, the Past Section Chair, Chairs of the Standing Committees,
representatives (rom the Hiroshima Chapters of the IEEE Societics, and such other members
elocted by the Soction membership or appointed by the Section Chair, hownver, the number of the
Seclion Executive Committee mambers shall not exceed nineteen (19) and the number of voting
members elected by Lhe Seclion membership must be at least one greater than thoss appointad.

2. A majority of the Section Exacutive Committee shall constitnte a quarum, provided that delegates
eloctod by the Section membership ace at least one geeater in number than delegaten appointed
o the Commiltee.

3. A majority of the Section Executive Committes present shall be necessary in the conduct of its
business.

4 Mestings of the Section Executive Comumittee ordinarily will be held at least, thees (3) times & year
and will be called by the Section Chair or by a request of any three (3) members of the Section
Executive Committee.

b. The fiscal vear for the Section shali be the calendar year.



ARTICLE ¥ - Nominatian and Election of Officers and Executive Commuities Mambera

1. A Nomination Committes consisting of at least theee {3) members, mot then officers of the Sectics,
shall be appuinted by the Seetion Chair with L approval of the Sortion Executive Commiltee,

9 The nominations by the Nomination Commitice will be announced to the Section membership
and, following this, a minimmm of twenty-cight (28) days allowed for additional neminations by
petition, To be valid, the petition must be signed by two percent (258) or more voting membership.

3. 1f only ong nomination is made for each offics, the election will be ‘made al the Annual Meeting,
If additionnl nominations are made, clection will be by bullot, masled ta the membership with the
yote reranted by & Tellers Committer appointed by the Section Chair,

4. The timetable for this procedure s as follows:

Appoantimest of Nomination commitbee: by July 3L
Aniotinceimsent of Nominations: by August 31
Close momdnations by patition; by September 30
Mail a ballat, il cequired: by Oetober 31
Hold elections: by Movember 30

3. A plurality of the votes cazt shall be necessary fof election

ARTICLE V1 - Business Mesting
1. In erder to transact business ab a Section meeting, at least theee (3] Section Executive Commities
rnentbers must be present (o constitule o guorem.

ARTICLE V1T - Finances
i Al expenditures of Section funds must be approved by the Seetion Chair.
2. Without prier authorization of the IEEE Executive Committes, Section funds can cnly be used
for normal operations of the Section.
% The Teeasurer shall be authorized to draw funds as approved by the Section Exzeutive Commities.
1. An assessmtent can be charged bo members of the Hiroshima Section in accordance with the IEEE
Fiylaws.

ARTICLE VIII - Amendments
1. Proposals for amendments e these Bylaws may originate in the Seelion Executive Committes o1
by & petition signed by twenty percent (20%) ar mors voting members.
% Amendmenta to o tevoration of these Bylaws shall require a two thirds (23} majority vole of
the Section Executive Committes,
